The "polychromie architecturale" is based 
on the artistic selection of pigments and the 
 repetition of a few primary colours. All 63 
colours are natural colours and as such are 
consistently harmonious.  Every colour can 
be harmoniously combined with any other 
 colour in the system.

This distinguishes the "polychromie architec-
turale" from other colour systems. Thus, it is 
a unique tool. "Cross-trade" holistic interior 
design can also be implemented.

Le Corbusier is considered to be one of the most signi� cant 
architects of the 20th century. The colour scheme of buildings 
and the effect of colour were just as important for him as the 
layout or the form. And so he created a colour system over 
 decades that is still unique to date. 
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
